From the supplement, we also reproduce the set of recommendations for starting a Netherlands Alumni Association (NAA):

2) Define the alumni association's objectives together. 

3) Formulate a concrete action plan for recruiting members and come up with activities to explore and expand on. 

4) Establish contact as an official Netherlands Alumni Association with the Dutch Embassy in your country and invite representatives to set up an official relationship such as external advisor or honorary member. 

5) Request that the alumni association be given official status through formal registration. Document your request. 

6) Establish contact through FION with the International Education Institutes in the Netherlands to get other alumni addresses in your country 

7) Consider setting annual dues for members in order to facilitate organisation and finance activities 

We would like to invite you to start a Netherlands Alumni Association with PEIAA alumni. We can provide advice how to proceed for starting a NAA or be part of a NAA in your country or region.
