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 Minutes of Visitor Program - 31 August 2005

12:00 Gloria meet Gabriel at the Eindhoven Central Station

Gloria and Gabriel met at the Eindhoven NS station at 12:15. After that, Javier picked us up and all together went to High Tech Campus with Javier. Gabriel visit Eindhoven after 23 years. He was a PII (Philips International Institute) student in 1982. 

12:45 Lunch at the  Strip in the High Tech Campus

During the lunch, we exchanged e-mails and addresses and introduced the PEIAA and ACANEB activities. We identified the possibility to work together to establish the PEIAA network in Argentine through the ACANEB. ACANEB is  a NAA (Netherlands Alumni Association) supported partially by the Dutch Government. 

13:45 Visit to the  external installation  of the High Tech Campus and a talk of Gabriel about his role in ACANEB and in the Seminary "Strengthening the Alumni Associations". Gabriel is the Chairman of the ACANEB and he and 12 other chairmen of NAA were invited by FION (Federation for International Education in the Netherlands). The main objective of this seminary is to identify how to reinforce the NAAs to establish regional networks in different parts of the world. Gabriel see the possibility that PEIAA can participate in the regional networks. PEIAA is interested in taking contact with the NAAs. Further details on this possible collaboration will be defined later when Gabriel return to Argentine.

We left the High Tech Campus and went to the TUE University Club where we met Harmen and Marie Louise.
17:00 Meeting at the TUE University Club

While having a drink, we exchanged business cards and then Gabriel gave us a presentation of his vision of the Alumni Associations abroad and their relation with the Dutch Alumni Associations. He also introduced ACANEB. During the presentation, all participants exchanged ideas and information of the role of  PEIAA and ACANEB. Harmen and Marie Louise informed us that the next meeting of Alumni Associations of the Dutch Universities will be in TUE at the beginning of October. To this meeting, a representant of FION will be present. We Thanked Harmen and Marie Louise for their hospitality at the University Club. Then, we left the TUE and went to the restaurant Boon. 

18:15 Dinner at the Restaurant Boon in the city center Eindhoven

After this interesant afternoon in which we get to know our Alumni Associations, we  had a delicious dinner. During the dinner, we talked about the Information systems that support the activities of the networks. Gabriel offered us to send a link where we can download software to send personalised e-mails to large groups and other information on software that can help to carry out the activities of PEIAA. He will also send us informations of other NAAs. Javier will send information of the 1982 PII students and names of PEII or EII students in Argentine. Gloria will write the minutes of the Gabriel's visit and send to the participants. 

We conclude the visit with a promise of both sides to keep contact and to strengthen the relation of NAA Argentine and PEII.

During this afternoon and evening, Gabriel  had explained us that one of the central points of the discussions in the Seminar, " Strengthening the Alumni Associations", during the first two days was the role of the different stakeholders from the Netherlands side (Government / NUFFIC, Dutch Education Institutes, Embassies and Companies / NGO's), each stakeholder has to do their contribution in order to receive their benefits and all should work in coordinated way. Gabriel considers that related to the Dutch Education Institutes it is very important the relation and interchange with their alumni.  Talking about the relation betwen the TU/e - PII-EII Alumni Association, it is something that at the present doesn't exist and should be established, for the benefit of both, added Gabriel. For this reason it will be very important the answer that Mr. Harmer Kragt will give to the PII-EII Alumni Association after their meeting with Marleen van der Kooij, the representant of FIONA on October 4th. This was one of the last Gabriel's thought at the Restaurant Boon.
